use under Singapore’s National Vaccination Programme or the World Health Organisation’s Emergency

Travellers who successfully opt out must remain in their declared place of
E__Q_ residence/accommodation at all times, and are required to don an electronic monitoring
= device throughout their SHN period. Enforcement action will be taken against those who
breach the SHN requirements.

Travellers must fulfil these criteria:
(a) Remained in the above countries?, in the last consecutive 21 days prior to arriving in Singapore; and
(b) Are occupying their respective places of residence or other suitable accommodation alone, or only

with household members who are also vaccinated persons serving SHN with the same travel history
and duration of SHN

Travellers will also be required to utilise specially designated transport services to and from their place
of residence, and bear the costs for these transport arrangements

All other travellers from the above countries/regions who do not fulfil the criteria must

continue to serve the SHN in a dedicated SHN facility

" This refers to all countries/regions except Brunei, Hong Kong, Mainland China (including Jiangsu Province), Macao, New Zealand and Taiwan. The vaccination condition
for entry will not apply to work pass holders and their dependants who remained in these lower risk countries/ regions within the last 21 days prior to arriving in
Singapore.

2An individual is considered fully-vaccinated two weeks after he or she has received the full regimen of Pfizer-BioNTech/ Comirnaty, Moderna or WHO EUL vaccines.

3 As announced by the Ministry of Health earlier, all long term pass holders including work pass holders and their dependants are not allowed entry into Singapore if
they have recent travel history (including transit) within the last 21 days to India, Bangladesh, Nepal, Pakistan, Sri Lanka and Myanmar. Entry approvals for those from
Indonesia are also limited.
